Sunday, February 10

Arrival in Tegucigalpa, Honduras
Welcome dinner for those arriving by afternoon.

Not mandatory for those who must arrive later.

Monday, February 11

Morning — Brief overview of Honduras’ current
social and environmental issues at US Embassy
Afternoon — Visit the office of AHDESA (TWP’s
partner organization in Honduras) and a micro-en-
trepreneur stove builder in Suyapa

Overnight at Leslie’s Place

Tuesday, February 12

All day - building Justa stoves with our local part-
ners in the town of Amarateca.

Lunch in the field - then visit some additional TWF
stove building and reforestation project sites.
Overnight at Leslie’s Place

Wednesday, February 13

Morning - help plant trees in the Guacerique
Watershed Protection Project.

Lunch in the field - then final project site visits.
Afternoon - return to hotel to shower and head
to the airport for our domestic flight to San Pedro
Sula.

Overnight- San Pedro Sula

Thursday, February 14

Morning - Drive to the town of Copan.

Lunch at our hotel, Hacienda El Jaral. Surrounde
by the beautiful mountains of the Copan Valley, th
Hacienda has a swimming pool and a lagoon that

Friday, February 15

Overnight at Hacienda El Jaral.
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Saturday, February 16

Morning - drive (4 or 5 hours) to Tela on the north
coast

Afternoon- visit the Lancetilla Botanical Gardens,
only a few kilometers from Tela. Lancetilla is the
second largest tropical botanical gardens in the
world. It hosts a variety of birds and plants native
to Central America, and other parts of the world.
We will have a guided tour, as well as some time t
explore on our own.

Evening and overnight— relax at our hotel on the
beach, Telamar Lodge

Sunday, February 17

Morning - Optional early morning birding,

followed by breakfast, then a 2 hour drive to Pico
Bonito. A member of the “Small Luxury Hotels of
the World,” this lodge is a four-star resort nestled i
the lush rainforest of the foothills of the Sierra Picc
Bonito, and next to Pico Bonito National Park.
Afternoon - we’ll be free to enjoy the extensive
grounds which include 3 nature observation tower:
extensive footpaths & hiking trails, a butterfly farm
and a swimming pool.

Overnight at Lodge at Pico Bonito

Monday, February 18

Morning - explore nearby Cuero Y Salado, a wet-
land reserve that is home to hundreds of aquatic
and terrestrial bird species, as well as crocodiles a
manatees (it's the largest manatee reserve in Cen
America). Getting to the reserve is half the fun, as
it is accessible only by a narrow gauge railroad the
makes a slow, picturesque journey through differel
habitats. Then we will travel by boat into the estual
that is the heart of this unique nature reserve.
Afternoon - explore the hiking
trails near the lodge. Pico Bo-

nito National Park encompasses
110,000 acres and has forest cove
from sea level to nearly 8,000 feet.
Major habitats cover six life
zones, including old-growth rain-
forest, cloud forests, and secondary rainforest with
many waterfalls. Keep a sharp lookout for colorful
tropical birds such as the lovely cotinga and numel
ous parrot and hummingbird species. This area is
also home to jaguar, puma, margay, agouti, tree
frogs and others.
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Alternatively, you can spend the afternoon relax-
ing in your hammock or reading by the pool.
Evening - farewell dinner and overnight at the
Lodge at Pico Bonito

Tuesday, February 19

Drive to La Ceiba for our domestic flight to Tegu-
cigalpa, and connecting flights to the US. Return
flights should not be made earlier than 2pm from
the Tegucigalpa airport.

OR
Stay in Honduras to visit other wonderful sites on
your own.
